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St. Georges Day Parade - 27th March 2011 
 

Again this year we will be looking for support from each Group to supply Stewards to 

marshal the route. We have to do more each year to make sure we safely cover the 

route, the Cathedral, and the Castle. It is our responsibility and not the Police to do 

this, so please start looking within your Groups for parents that can help us. 

 

The following briefings were given out at the GSLôs meeting and reprinted for those 

that could not attend and all members of  Lincoln District Scouts and Guides. 

 

 
This year due to concerns that people were using the parade to out stay their time in the 

Castle, parents and supporters will not be allowed into the Castle unless they have paid for 

entrance before the parade, and must be in the Castle before the parade returns. There will 

be a barrier in front of the cannons which will be manned by Lee Evans for Scouts, and a 

member of Castle Staff. This barrier will be closed after the last Group returns to the Castle, 

and will remain closed until the Dismissal, when Groups will leave the Castle. 

 

To stop areas becoming crowded, Groups will meet and return to the area designated for 

them either in Castle Square, Minster Yard, or The Lawns. With the Exception of  The 

Lawns and those coming by bus, the nearest to the Castle gate will be the furthest away 

from the Castle, i.e. the 20th will be allocated Eastgate end of Minster Yard, the 11th the cor-

ner of the car park in Castle square. With the help of Judy we have established the smaller 

Groups, and they will meet on the grass area behind The Lawns. Malcolm Moore and San-

dra Donner will be at the crossing point on Union Road to assist them to cross, but it is each 

Groups responsibility to make sure their members behave themselves, act sensibly, and fol-

low instructions given to them by any of the Marshals. 

 

The Groups are asked to meet in the designated area assigned to them, which allows parents 

to deliver their protégées to you, and for you to return them after the Parade, when you will 

take your members back to the meeting area after the Dismissal. As only uniformed mem-

bers will be allowed into the castle, with the exception of the Marshals who will be wearing 

District Safety Vests, we ask all groups to have non-uniformed helpers wearing their Group 

Scarves to help the gate entrances know who are genuine.   

 

Each Group are asked to supply help with marshalling the event, and to meet at 12.45 on the 

day to receive instructions. This briefing will be held as usual in front of Exchequergate, 

Cathedral side. 

 

Parents will be welcome to watch the parade and we would ask that in your own instruc-

tions to your parents, you encourage them to spread out around the route to avoid over-

crowding in any one area. I will broadcast to them if they can go into the Cathedral before 

the colour parties enter, once I have information from the Cathedral Staff. Last year they 

were permitted to enter, this year they may not. 

 

WITH YOUR HELP LETS HAVE A SAFE AND FUN DAY  
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Group Meeting and Dismissal Areas 
 

7th, 8th, 16th, 27th, 29th, and 31st Lincoln Groups will meet on the grass area at The Lawns. 

This area can be accessed by entering the car park entrance opposite the access ramp at the 

Westgate Entrance of the Castle, and proceeding to the end, where you will find the grass 

area. Once you have everyone for each section, proceed to the crossing on Union Road, and 

follow the ADCôs instructions to cross and then head for your allotted position in the Castle. 

After the parade proceeds back to the grass area at The Lawns, again following instructed 

crossing procedures.

Changes to the nights away training 
 

The old module 16/17 camping weekend has changed and is now module 38.  Module 16 is now 

called residential experiences and is being delivered in districts along with module 17, activities 

out of doors.  These modules only take a few hours and are required to earn your wood badge.  

Module 16 will not  enable you to apply for a nights away permit but will give you the knowl-

edge required to assist at any residential experience being run by a permit holder.  If you want to 

apply for a nightôs away permit you will have to do module 38, skills for residential experiences.  

Module 38 is not required for wood badge. 

 

Safeguarding 
 

Safeguarding training is now mandatory before warrants can be renewed.  The only acceptable 

safe guarding training is the Scout association training delivered by Cindy Lee or the NSPCC 

safeguarding on line training but this is more expensive.  Unfortunately any other training cannot 

be used to validate this module for Scouting (I have done 2 courses at the school I work at and 

still had to do the Scout one.) There are Safe guarding courses at the residential training week-

ends detailed below. I will let you know of other dates as soon as they are planned.  If you have 

any queries regarding  safeguarding please contact Cindy at safeguarding@lincsscout.org.uk.
