The month started off with a caving trip into Water Icicle Hole near Monyash. The highlight of 

the trip was to visit some new parts to the cave that were only discovered late last year and our 5 

members are in the first 50 people on the planet to see them. It is thought that the passage could be 

up to 2.5million years old and scientists are busy studying the various deposits and rocks in the 

cave, This is a very important discovery for Derbyshire. The cave has been carefully protected and 

every person has to keep 

within a very narrow path-

way positioned along the un 

trodden floor. 

 

The first batch of caving as-

sessment have been carried 

out on our instructors and 

thankfully they all passed. 

The next round of our assess-

ments will be held on the 8th 

May. Lets hope that these go 

equally as well. 

 

With the changes to the 

Scout Caving Rules the club 

is busy looking round for 

some different caves that we 

can take scouts down. We 

visited one of these during Easter and I'm pleased to say that Bagshawe Cavern near Bradwell 

will soon be a regular feature on our calendar. it has a huge variety of passages with loads to see 

including stream ways, sumps crawls, climbs and formations, it also has a lower series which will 

be suitable for our LinSECT members. Much of the cave is well preserved so we will have to be 

particularly careful as not to cause any damage when visiting. There will be an additional charge of 

£2.00/head for this trip though as we will have to pay the landowner a trespass fee.

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Training Report 
 

All new leaders will now be contacted by their training adviser in the first instance, just to intro-

duce themselves and make that all important first meeting. After that it is up to the learner to con-

tact their Training Adviser when they are ready for a validation or review meeting.  If you are 

not sure who your Training Adviser is please contact me. 

 

Changes to the nights away training 

 

The old module 16/17 camping weekend has changed and is now module 38.  Module 16 is now 

called residential experiences and is being delivered in districts along with module 17, activities 

out of doors.  These modules only take a few hours and are required to earn your wood badge.  

Module 16 will not  enable you to apply for a nights away permit but will give you the knowl-

edge required to assist at any residential experience being run by a permit holder.  If you want to 

apply for a nightôs away permit you will have to do module 38, skills for residential experiences.  

Module 38 is not required for wood badge. 

 

Safeguarding 
 

Safeguarding training is now mandatory before warrants can be renewed.  The only acceptable 

safeguarding training is the Scout association training delivered by Cindy Lee or the NSPCC 

safeguarding on line training but this is more expensive.  Unfortunately any other training cannot 

be used to validate this module for Scouting (I have done 2 courses at the school I work at and 

still had to do the Scout one.) There are safeguarding courses at the residential training week-

ends. I will let you know of other dates as soon as they are planned.  If you have any queries re-

garding  safeguarding please contact Cindy at safeguarding@lincsscout.org.uk. 

 

Residential Courses 

 

The County training team are offering the chance to complete most of your training over two 

weekends this year. Modules 6,9,13,18,29,36 and safeguarding are being run at Shacklewell Hol-

low near Stamford on 9th and 10th April.  Modules 5,7,8,11,12,14,15 and safeguarding are being 

run at Tom Thumb Holt near Spilsby.
